2 hurt in plane crash 
on airport’s runway

PLAINWELL — Authorities 
say two persons suffered 
minor injuries when a small 
plane ran off a runway at a 
western Michigan airport.

Federal Aviation 
Administration spokesman 
Tony Molinaro says the Cessna 
C177 was landing at Plainwell 
Municipal Airport about 35 
miles south of Grand Rapids 
when it went off the runway 
Friday afternoon.

Allegan County Sheriff’s 
Cpt. Scott Matice says the pilot 
and one of three passengers 
were transported to a hospital 
with minor injuries.

Matice says the plane came 
to rest in a ditch along U.S. 
131 but did not impact road 
traffic.

Molinaro says the FAA will 
investigate the crash. He says 
the single-engine plane regis-
tered to Wyoming, Michigan-
based Green Falcons Inc. sus-
tained substantial damage.

Educators charged 
with failing to report

THREE OAKS — 
Southwestern Michigan 
authorities have charged four 
educators with failing to report 
suspected child abuse of a 
12-year-old boy.

The misdemeanor charges 
announced Friday by Berrien 
County prosecutors were filed 
against a principal, counselor 
and two teachers in Three 
Oaks. Prosecutors accuse them 
of knowing but not reporting 
the boy’s condition for several 
months.

Investigators say the boy 
was significantly underweight, 
bruised and dehydrated, with 
cigarette burns on his skin. His 
father and step-mother plead-
ed no contest to abuse and 
sentenced to 20 to 80 years in 
prison.

River Valley Public Schools 
Superintendent Will Kearney 
said in a statement provided 
to the Kalamazoo Gazette that 
school records show a staff 
member reported the abuse to 
the state. The employee was 
told no action would be taken 
because there wasn’t enough 
evidence.

Beach takes steps 
to increase safety

MUSKEGON — Public 
safety officials have installed 
numbered markers at a sprawl-
ing western Michigan beach to 
help first responders locate 
emergencies faster and facili-
tate beach meet-ups.

The Muskegon Chronicle  
reports that seven red markers 
with white numbers have been 
placed 300 feet (90 meters) 
apart along the northern 
stretch of Pere Marquette 
Park’s beach in Muskegon.

Muskegon Public Safety 
Director Jeffrey Lewis says any-
one calling 911 will be able to 
relay which marker the emer-
gency is near. They also make 
it easier for families and 
friends to meet up.

Lewis encourages families 
to use the markers to develop 
a family emergency plan 
should someone separate from 
the group.

He says that for future 
water emergencies, the mark-
ers “will help save lives.”

3-week-old child 
dies after dog attack

GRAND RAPIDS — Police 
say a 3-week-old child who 
was left alone in a house with 
three dogs has died after 
apparently being attacked by 
one of the animals in western 
Michigan.

Grand Rapids police say the 
child was pronounced dead at 
a hospital Friday morning after 
being attacked Thursday night.

Police say an adult checked 
on the child and discovered 
that the infant had a severe 
head injury and one dog had 
blood around its mouth. Police 
say the dogs were placed 
under quarantine at the Kent 
County Animal Shelter. An 
investigation is ongoing.

Word of the attack came as 
Detroit police investigated an 
attack Friday by two dogs on 
boys ages 10 and 12 who 
were walking to a store before 
school. They’re hospitalized 
and police fatally shot the 
dogs.

■ Two homes were 
relocated Thursday, 
third will move June 1

GREENVILLE  — 
Residents of this community 
were treated to one of the 
more unique “parade of 
homes” in recent memory on 
Thursday.

At 9 a.m., two homes on 
Marvel Drive were trans-
ported throughout town via 
semi trucks, guided by a 
police and fire escort and 
accompanied by utility and 
public works employees as 
they traversed down several 
city streets. 

After about an hour and a 
half, the homes were success-
fully moved to new locations 
on the corner of W. Coffren 
and N. Lincoln Streets — 
having traveled a total dis-
tance of two and a half miles. 
The homes were two of three 
in total that will be relocated 
this month, as they were 
donated by Spectrum Health 
United Hospital to Montcalm 
County Habitat for 
Humanity. 

“What happened 
(Thursday) could only be the 
result of a real team of indi-
viduals,” said Executive 
Director at Montcalm 
Habitat Dave Mendrea. 
“We’ve had about 90 days to 
really make plans for this, 
and to see everything come 
together, it was very gratify-
ing to see how everybody 
worked together on this 
project. It was a great feel-
ing.” 

The move came in advance 
of the hospital’s road-reloca-
tion and parking expansion 
project, which is likely to 
occur later this summer as 
Marvel Drive, from Oak 
Street to Judd Street, will be 
moved 115 feet to the east to 
provide adjacent expansion 
property for the hospital. 

For Habitat, the donation 
of the homes, of which there 
were six in total — three to 
be relocated and five to be 
salvaged and then demol-
ished — was a gift that the 
non-profit housing organi-
zation was eager to accept. 

“This is a big project for 
us,” Mendrea said. “In August 
of last year we were all set to 
break ground on our 20th 
home on South St. in 
Greenville when Ryan 
Johnson, controller for 
Spectrum United and Kelsey 
Hospitals, called with an 
offer that changed every-
thing — eight houses and a 
two-year window of oppor-
tunity.”

Mendrea said plans were 
accelerated in March when 
Habitat learned the house-
moving portion of the proj-
ect needed to be completed 
by June 1, as the street loca-
tion was requested by 
Greenville Public Schools to 
occur this summer between 
school sessions at nearby 
Baldwin Heights Elementary 
School. 

The two houses moved 
Thursday were located to 
property that Habitat pur-
chase from the city of 
Greenville, and Habitat will 
now partner with two pre-
selected partner families to 
renovate the houses. 
According to Mendrea, the 
houses will be sold to the 
families on affordable, inter-
est-free mortgages. 

The third house will be 
moved to South Street on 
June 1, where it will eventu-

ally be remodeled and sold as 
a fundraiser to help pay for 
the completion of the 
Coffren and Lincoln streets 
houses. 

Mendrea said the reloca-
tion of the homes was made 
possible by individual dona-
tions, fundraising events, 
corporate grants, proceeds 
from the Habitat ReStore 
and mortgage payments 
from Habitat’s existing mort-
gages. AT&T and Charter 
Cable agreed to donate all of 
their work on the project free 
of charge. 

Johnson said the opportu-
nity to work with both the 
city and Habitat proved to be 
a fruitful endeavor for all 
parties involved. 

“The partnership between 
United Hospital, Habitat for 
Humanity and the city of 
Greenville is a great example 
of how a community can 
work together. The commu-
nity is able to have three new 
families with homes in our 
city through the Habitat for 
Humanity program,” he said. 
“Habitat is able to gain a sig-
nificant amount of materials 
for their ReStore, United 
Hospital is able to gain a 
larger piece of contiguous 
property for future planning 
and the city will be able to fix 
several safety concerns 
around Baldwin Heights 
Elementary School and the 
hospital.”

According to Michael 
Adams, project manager for 
Montcalm Habitat, the relo-
cation of homes and salvage 

of interior items will go a 
long way in making a differ-
ence. 

“Just saving the three 
homes will keep over 100 
tons of building waste out of 
the local landfill, not to men-
tion the material salvaged 
and resold in the ReStore,” he 
said. 

Mendrea was impressed 
that so many entities could 
come together in such a 
short time frame to complete 
the project. 

“Ryan Johnson at the hos-
pital has been so supportive, 
and Doug Hinken, the city 
engineer, helped us tremen-
dously in obtaining the new 
site, which had to be rezoned 
to residential,” he said. “And 
we absolutely could not have 
done this without Michael 
Adams and our number one 
construction volunteer, Ken 
Bloom. These two guys have 
been working at the job site 
12 hour days, seven days a 
week for the past month get-
ting everything ready for the 
movers.”

Mendrea said ReStore 
Manager Alex Hamman 
orchestrated the salvaging of 
the homes that were not 
moved along with more than 
30 volunteers.

“We had 14 volunteers 
working in the back of the 
ReStore processing the items 
gleaned from the houses,” he 
said. “They put in over 1,000 
volunteer hours per quarter.”

LANSING — Gov. Rick Snyder has appointed five board 
members to the state Medical Marijuana Licensing Board.

The board will regulate growth, processing, transportation 
and selling of medical marijuana. Former Republican Speaker 
of the House Rick Johnson will be chairman. Senate Marjority 
Leader Arlan Meekhof appointed Johnson. Other members 
include Nichole Cover, a health care supervisor for Walgreens, 
and Donald Bailey, a retired Michigan State Police sergeant.

Meekhof says he nominated Johnson for his varied experi-
ence and knowledge.

Snyder says the board will help to provide oversight of 
medical marijuana facilities to keep the public safe.

Snyder signed into law marijuana regulations last 
September saying they would create a “solid framework” for 
patients to buy the drug safely. The legislation also estab-
lished the state licensing system.
